Orthotic/Prosthetic Practitioner Program

The Orthotic and Prosthetic Practitioner programs prepare individuals for entry into the field of Orthotics and Prosthetics at the
practitioner level. Didactic and laboratory coursework is combined with patient interaction in the areas of lower limb, upper limb, and
spinal. Each of these areas contains instruction in anatomy, pathology, kinesiology, pathomechanics, and orthotic design principles.
Specialty courses covering gait analysis, biomechanics, muscle testing and material science are also included in the program. The
practicum section enables the student to practice clinical patient management skills in an orthotic or prosthetic facility for a minimum
of 250 hours.

The programs are accredited by CAAHEP through the National Commission on Orthotic and Prosthetic Education (NCOPE) and fulfill the
requirement to enter a post graduation residency program and also sit for the American Board for Certification examination in
Orthotics or Prosthetics.

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

(7) Physiology, including lab BIOL 2045 or BIOL 2032 (Anatomy/Physiology )
3. Century College also recommends as a prerequisite that all applicants have prior technical experience in the discipline or

disciplines applied for.

Step 1 — Application

Step 2 — Complete the Orthotic/Prosthetic Readiness Determination Form

Complete the Orthotic/Prosthetic Readiness Determination Form, found on the back of the application form. Transcripts from all
colleges attended must be submitted before the April 30 deadline to verify prerequisite coursework.

Candidates will be selected based on Baccalaureate degree GPA, science prerequisite GPA and technical training.
Qualified candidates who are not selected will be assigned an alternate number. Alternates will be placed in order of

their assigned number to fill any openings as they occur prior to the start of the program.

Please be aware that this program has a limited enrollment. If accepted, you will be asked to return an acceptance agreement along
with a nonrefundable $100 deposit to reserve your place in the class.

Step 3 — Attend New Student Orientation,

Attend a New Student Orientation session.

New Student Orientation is a program that involves both large and small group activities. In the large group session we cover all
services, programs, and activities available to Century students. It is our attempt to inform students about everything that is available to
them at Century. Critically important college policies are also discussed. In the small group, students receive registration assistance
from a counselor or program advisor.

New Student Orientation information is sent to all new Century College applicants as the time for registration approaches.

MN Human Services Background Study:

Minnesota law requires any individual having contact with patients to complete a background study prior to starting clinical experience. An
individual may be disqualified from having patient contact and would not be permitted to participate in the clinical experience.

Social Security Notice:

Century College uses Social Security Numbers for student identification purposes on student records. Providing your Social Security number is
voluntary.
