Introduction 
A prosthetic practitioner (prosthetist) provides care for 
patients with partial or total absence of the limbs by 
designing, fabricating, and fitting devices known as 
prostheses. The prosthetic practitioner’s duties include 
assisting in formulating a prescription for a prostheses, 
patient assessment, measurement, casting, selection of 
materials and components, and maintaining patient 
records. 
 

Program Overview 
The Prosthetic Practitioner program prepares 
individuals for entry into the field of prosthetics at the 
practitioner level. Didactic and laboratory coursework is 
combined with patient interaction in the areas of lower 
limb and upper limb.  Each of these areas contains 
instruction in anatomy, pathology, kinesiology, 
pathomechanics, and prosthetic design principles. 
Specialty courses covering gait analysis, biomechanics, 
muscle testing and material science are also included in 
the program. The practicum section enables the student 
to practice clinical patient management skills in a 
prosthetic facility for a minimum of 250 hours. The 
program is accredited by CAAHEP through the National 
Commission on Orthotic and Prosthetic Education 
(NCOPE) and fulfills the requirement to enter a post 
graduation residency program and also sit for the 
American Board for Certification examination in 
prosthetics.

Prerequisites 
The following credits in specific courses are required as 
prerequisites for the Century College Prosthetic 
Certificate Program in accordance with the accreditation 
standards of the National Commission on Orthotic and 
Prosthetic Education: 
1. A bachelors degree in any major with a minimum 

grade point average of 2.0. 
2. Seven (7) college courses are required with at 

least a grade of “C”.  It is recommended that each 
of the following five (5) courses consist of 3-
semester credits or 4-quarter credits: biology, 
physics, chemistry, psychology, algebra or Higher 
math. It is recommended that each of the 
following two (2) courses consist of 6-semester 
credits or 5-quarter credits: human anatomy 
including a lab and physiology including a lab. 

3. Century College also recommends as a 
prerequisite that all applicants shall have prior 
technical experience in the discipline or 
disciplines applied for.
