MN Human Services Background 
Study 
A legislative mandate relating to health care programs 
will affect students and faculty in clinical placements 
licensed by the Minnesota Department of Health.  
Under 1995 amendments to the Vulnerable Adults Act, 
individuals who provide direct contact service to 
patients or residents of such facilities (hospitals, 
boarding care homes, outpatient surgical centers, 
nursing homes, home care agencies, residential care 
homes, board and lodging establishments) must 
undergo a background study for felony convictions.  
The background study laws cover any person who has 
unsupervised contact (out of sight or hearing of an 
employee of the facility) with patients or residents.  
Individuals participating in a clinical placement as part 
of an educational program are included in the category 
of those whose backgrounds must be studied.  
Students with required contact with patients or residents 
as a part of their career program, but who do not pass 
the background study as determined by the licensing 
division of the Minnesota Department of Human 
Services, may be subject to dismissal from the health 
care program.
