Program Overview

The Dental Hygiene Program provides knowledge and
skills necessary to provide direct patient care under the
supervision of a dentist. Routine functions include
scaling, root planing, polishing teeth, radiographs,
preventive medicaments, sealants, patient assessment,
local anesthetic, nitrous oxide sedation, and oral
hygiene instructions. The program prepares students
for national and regional boards. The Dental Hygiene
curriculum requires two consecutive academic years,
including summer.

The Dental Hygiene program begins only once per
year, during fall semester. There are 12 students
accepted each year. To be considered for the program,
applicants must have completed the minimum
academic requirements listed under “Prerequisites” by
the March 31 deadline. The College reserves the right
to extend the application deadline until the class is
filled.

Applications for the 2010 Dental Hygiene Program
will be accepted from November 1, 2009, through
March 31, 2010. Secondary deadline May 31, 2010

General Education Credits

A minimum of 20 semester credits of college-level
general education courses (numbered 1000 or higher)
must be completed for the Dental Hygiene program.
Each of the general education courses must be
completed with a grade of “C” or above. Applicants
are strongly encouraged to complete as many of the
required general education credits as possible prior
to the start of their Dental Hygiene program
coursework. See catalog or DH application for
course requirements.

Prerequisites

The following prerequisites must be completed by the
March 31 deadline in order to be considered for the
following fall’'s program:

1. Dental Assistant Requirement: Graduation from an
accredited dental assistant program and 1040 hours
(equal to approximately six months full-time work)
Registered Dental Assistant (RDA) experience in the
past three years. Students must currently be a
Minnesota Registered Dental Assistant.
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2. Science Requirement: Completion of the following
science courses with a grade of “C” or better and a
cumulative Science GPA of 2.75 in these courses:
e Introductory Chemistry (Century Chem 1020-
4 sem cr. or Chem 1041-5 sem cr.)
e Human Anatomy & Physiology (Century Biol 2031
& 2032-8 sem cr. or Biol 2040 — 4 and 2045 - 4)
e  Microbiology (Century Biol 2035-3 sem cr.)

3. Credit and GPA Requirement: Completion of a
minimum of 12 MnTC credits with a cumulative MnTC
grade point average of 2.5. These credits must be

college-level.

4. Basic Skills Requirement: All Dental Hygiene
applicants are required to comply with Century College
policy regarding assessment testing in reading
comprehension, writing and math. Assessments must
be completed prior to the application deadline.

5. High School Diploma/GED: All Dental Hygiene
applicants must have a high school diploma or GED.
