Engineering CAD (Computer Aided Drafting)
technicians help develop new technologies for industry
by translating the ideas, sketches, specifications, and
calculations of engineers and designers into working
plans to produce a product. Technicians are directly
involved in creating solutions to complex design
problems for new products and processes.

The Engineering CAD Technology major includes two
separate sections: the fundamentals of drafting and
practical experience in drafting and design.

Emphasis is placed on mechanical drafting standards,
components and design for manufacturing. Graduates
of the program find employment as mechanical drafters,
engineering assistants, technicians, and technical sales
people.
