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Transfer student admissions requirements: 

Bethany Lutheran College requires a 2.0 cumulative grade point average to be considered for admission.  
 

To graduate from Bethany, a student must: 

1. Fulfill Bethany’s general education requirements for the A.A. 

2. Complete a major, fulfilling specific requirements. 

3. Earn a minimum of 128 credits, of which at least 42 must be from upper division (three and four-hundred level). 

4. Achieve an overall G.P.A. of at least 2.0. 

5. Pass a total of 10 credits of upper division Religious Studies courses in the junior and senior years. 

6. Pass one year of one foreign language. 

7. Pass at least one course flagged for cultural awareness. 

8. Complete the senior year (the last 33 semester credit hours) on campus. 

 

 

Admission to Bethany Lutheran College is possible in the fall or spring semester.  

 Transfer students who have completed an Associate in Arts degree from an accredited institution are 

considered to have met Bethany’s general education requirements.  

 

 In some instances, credits may be granted for completed, related study at a technical or vocational institution. 

Applicants must submit a transcript to the registrar for review. 

 

 A maximum of 65 transferred semester credits lower division course work will be accepted toward a 

bachelor’s degree.  

 

 No matter how many credits you transfer in, to receive a BA from Bethany Lutheran College you must 

complete your senior year and the last 33 hours on campus. 

 

 If you have not completed one year of college (30 semester credits) at an accredited institution, high school 

transcripts and ACT test scores will be required.  

 

 

Scholarships: 

Transfer students will be eligible for one of three academic awards: 

 $5,000 – GPA of at least 3.0 and at least one year of college for Bethany Transfer Grant 

 $6,500 – GPA of at least 3.0 with 65 credits or an Associate’s Degree for Luther Transfer Scholarship 

 $8,000 – GPA of at least 3.5 with 65 credits or an Associate’s Degree for Phi Theta Kappa/Presidential Scholarship  

 

Merit scholarships are also offered in the following and are renewable per year: 

 Fine Arts Scholarships         $2000 

 Music Lesson Scholarship    $700 

 Speech Scholarship    $2000
